Be prepared to think more, work more independently, and REACT to what you are learning.

Course Description:  Throughout this semester you will be studying the various aspects of economic theory.  You will learn aspects such as supply and demand, how prices are created, the structure of the stock market, organization of the American banking system, the role of the government in the economy and much, much more.  This course was designed to help you understand the major components of the economy and how to apply these concepts in your post high school career.

What are your responsibilities as a student of 12th Grade Economics?




Your responsibilities begin as soon as you walk in the door each day.  You should always be prepared for class with the required materials listed below and any worksheets/homework. Most importantly, come with an open mind, ready to learn.

Behavior Expectations:
Below are the key behavioral expectations of you in this class. There are rewards for meeting these expectations, but also consequences if they are not met. As you are young adults, I do not expect many behavior issues. However, if the need arises, I am happy to schedule a meeting with your parent and/or administrators and the dean if the need arises.

Many of my expectations are outlined in the syllabus for this class. Below, are the key behavioral expectations we have. There are rewards for meeting these expectations, but also consequences if they are not met. Please see below.

The above consequences will depend on how often the behavior occurs and the severity of the behavior. Please see me with any questions.


Absences/Work:  
If you are absent from class for any reason, it is YOUR responsibility to be aware of what assignments you have missed and talk to your teachers so that you can catch up. This conversation needs to take place either before or after school, or during independent time during class. However, your table leader will be responsible for  helping you catch up during the class the next day.

Being On Time:  
You will be expected to always arrive on time.  If class begins at 8:30 and you show up at 8:31, you are late. The time in the classroom is displayed on a digital clock. If you were with another teacher, please bring a signed pass. If you are late, you will not be able to begin the do now on time, thus affecting your daily points. PLEASE HAVE ALL ELECTRONICS PUT AWAY BEFORE ENTERING THE CLASSROOM.

How will my Economics grade be determined?







Your grade will be calculated in accordance with the school-wide grading policy set forth in the MHVP handbook.  There are 3 major areas that your grade will be based on:

1. Process




40% 

(Formative Assessments: revisions, homework, class work, outlines, etc.)

2. Product




40%

(Summative Assessments: projects, papers, reports, rough drafts, final drafts, quizzes, tests)

3. Academic Behavior



20%

(Compliance: daily points, do now, being on time, positive participation)

You have the responsibility to work your hardest, try new things, and seek out help when you need it.  You will be reading and writing in class every day.  You will also have homework throughout the week, while some work for projects might be done over a few days or weeks.  In class, you will be expected to participate each day by speaking and contributing to group work or a discussion.  With participation comes respect for your classmates and teachers.  I expect you will be courteous and take responsibility for your actions.  Each and every one of you is part of this school community, and therefore I expect there to be no discriminatory language or actions.

Daily Points:  
Every day, you will have the chance to earn four daily points:

1. You will earn one daily point for entering the classroom and getting on task to complete the Do Now.

2. Positive Participation (three points)- effort in class, staying on task, behavior, participation

***No daily points will be given for extreme disrespect.

These points will be entered on a daily basis and will count for 20% of your grade and once lost, cannot be regained.  This is a really easy way to boost your grade!

Homework:  
You will be given homework nearly every day.  If you are absent from class for any reason, it is YOUR responsibility to get the notes, find out what the homework was, and hand it in within one day of your return.  It is NOT my responsibility.  It does not matter if you were sick or had a good excuse – you’re still responsible.  Homework will be graded on a scale of one to three- three points meaning that the homework was complete and you made an effort.  You are graded on completion and effort- NOT on whether your answers are correct or not.  Therefore, it is always better to take a guess than leave something blank.  One and a half given for incomplete homework, and zero given if you did barely anything/didn’t do the homework.  Homework must be handed in when asked for.  MOST homework assignments may be handed in late; HOWEVER there are some assignments that are time sensitive and cannot be handed in late. After a week, you may not hand in any homework assignments; you will not be able to make up all missed assignments at the end of the marking period. Late assignments will not receive full credit (homework will receive half, late policies on special projects and other assignments will be announced when the assignment is given). Students will be able to submit revisions (fix) their homework and resubmit it for a higher grade, but only if they have handed it in on time in the first place and tried their best. If you are absent from class for any reason, it is YOUR responsibility to get the homework and hand it in within one day of your return. 

***You can check your grades online at jupitergrades.com.  It will be your responsibility to check your grades and be aware of what you are missing.  There will also be homework assignments and extra credit throughout the year for checking Jupiter Grades.

Protocols to Discuss:

· Interactive Notebooks (see PowerPoint)
· Table Leaders/Absences
· Table leader will be in charge of going in the folder and retrieving any missing work for those absent the day before.

***DO NOT HAND OUT***CLASSROOM RULES
In our examination of world history, we will be studying many different types of government.  Two of these types of government are democracy and monarchy.  A democracy is one in which the people have the power to create the rules.  This is NOT what exists in my classroom.  My classroom is a monarchy, a type of government in which one person, the Monarch, makes the rules.  The teachers are the Monarchs.  Therefore, we make the rules and you follow them.  If you do not follow them, you may not remain in my classroom.

1/2. Arrive to Class on Time (and ready to learn)/Be Prepared

· Be seated and quiet within the first minute of class.

· If late, you will not be allowed into the classroom without a Late Pass.

· Have all materials that you need – for example, homework, pen, and paper.

· Engage in the class lesson and work.  Participate.

· Ask permission to leave your seat.

· You are dismissed from class when we say you are dismissed and not before, no matter what time it is.

3/4/5. Treat Classroom with Respect/Respect Classmates/Respect Teacher

· Be respectful of others’ opinions, no matter how much they differ from yours.  Everyone is allowed to have their own opinions in class.  Period.
· Name-calling, insulting, fighting, or general rudeness toward your fellow students, the teachers, or other adults will not be tolerated.

· Racism, prejudice, and small-mindedness will not be tolerated.

· Be as respectful of others’ property as you would wish them to be of yours.

· Be respectful of others’ personal space.  Everyone needs a certain amount of room to function and it differs between individuals.  Please understand this and try to be respectful.

· Use Accountable Talk

i. Everyone remains seated.

ii. Only one person speaks at a time.

iii. All others must listen to the speaker.

iv. Raise your hand if you want to speak and wait to be called on before speaking.

6. No gum, hats, electronics, foods or beverages

a. If you are found using or showing any of these devices, they will be confiscated (taken).
b. Confiscated items can be picked up at the end of the school day.  It is YOUR responsibility to come get it.

c. If the electronic device has been taken more than 3 times during the year, you parent/guardian will have to come to school and pick it up every time afterwards.

d. This classroom is a place for learning, not a lunchroom.  Keep it outside.

e. You will be asked to throw out these items when entering the classroom.
