· Should we, as consumers, be more thoughtful about the brands we buy?

· What are the arguments for and against TPP

· What are the impacts on human health and the environment? What are some current health concerns? What are some of the leading environmental concerns? Why have international leaders struggled to form a unified response to climate change?

· What is the impact of globalization on culture and values? Is the United States an international leader in Human Rights?

· What is the role of international organizations to help resolve some of the problems that exist?
